Non-Disclosure Agreement (NDA)

This Non-Disclosure Agreement ("Agreement") is entered into on ../../202.. between:

1. Purpose
The Disclosing Party will share confidential information with the Receiving Party for the purpose of manufacturing cosmetic products.

2. Definition of Confidential Information
"Confidential Information" includes, but is not limited to, formulas, trade secrets, business plans, technical data, customer lists, and any other proprietary information disclosed by the Disclosing Party, whether orally, in writing, or electronically, marked as confidential or reasonably considered confidential.

3. Obligations of the Receiving Party
The Receiving Party shall maintain the Confidential Information in strict confidence and not disclose it to any third party without prior written consent from the Disclosing Party.
The Receiving Party shall use the Confidential Information solely for the purpose stated in Section 1.
The Receiving Party shall limit access to the Confidential Information to its employees or agents who need to know and are bound by similar confidentiality obligations.

4. Exclusions
- Confidential Information does not include information that:
- Is publicly known at the time of disclosure or becomes publicly known through no fault of the Receiving Party.
- Was lawfully in the Receiving Party’s possession before disclosure.
- Is independently developed by the Receiving Party without reference to the Confidential Information.

5. Duration
This Agreement remains in effect for 10 years from the date of signing or until terminated by mutual agreement. The Receiving Party’s confidentiality obligations survive termination for 10 years.

6. Return or Destruction of Information
Upon request or termination of this Agreement, the Receiving Party shall return or destroy all Confidential Information, including copies, and confirm such action in writing.

7. Liability
In case of unauthorized disclosure or misuse of Confidential Information, the Receiving Party shall be liable for damages, including legal fees and lost profits, as determined by a court of competent jurisdiction.

8. Governing Law
This Agreement is governed by the laws of Indonesia. Disputes shall be resolved in the courts of Indonesia.

9. Miscellaneous
This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding between the parties.
Amendments must be in writing and signed by both parties.
Neither party may assign this Agreement without the other’s written consent.
